Lexicon
Ætheling: Adult male members of the royal line.

Ceorl: (Approx.“Churl”)A freeman; one who may buy and sell land, carry weapons, speak at moots, etc.

Eolderman: King’s officer in charge on military and judicial affairs in several shires.  In the 11th century, these would become known as Earls.
Furlong: Originally, the distance an ox could pull a plow before needing to rest (a “furrow long”), but around this time is becoming an 8th of a mile.
Gebur (“ yeh ‘bur ” ) Low end ceorldom.
Geneat: (“yeh ‘neat”) Upper level of ceorldom. 
Hide: a measure of land, described as enough to support one man and his family.  Could be anywhere from 40 acres to several square miles, but generally regarded as 120 acres.

Hundred: Administrative unit comprising approximately 100 hides.

Hundred Man: The leading freeman in a hundred.  
Kotsetla: (“ ‘kot set la”) Mid level of ceorldom.

Moot: Meeting; gathering of the folk in an area to discuss or debate.

Shire: A district for organizing military, legal and financial administration.  The Shires of Wessex were created early on, while Mercia and East Anglia appear to have been organized into shires by Athelstan.
Đeow: (Approx. “Theow”, running e and o together). A slave.

Đegn: (Approx. “Thayn”).  Noble class.
Witan: High Council, usually made up of the major ðegns, eoldermen, bishops, abbots, and other powerful people in the kingdom.  They decide who is to be king, and the king would do well to listen to them.
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
